will also be introduced to word derivation, pronunciation, abbreviations and usage of medical dictionaries.

The student will reduce learning anxiety by realizing how medical terms are created by combining various words parts, some
of which they are already familiar and use on a daily basis.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is a study of word origin and structure through the introduction of prefixes, suffixes, root words, plurals,
abbreviations and symbols, surgical procedures, medical specialties and diagnostic procedures.

e Analyze unfamiliar medical terms using your knowledge of word parts.

e Describe the steps in locating a term in a medical dictionary.

e Define commonly used prefixes, word roots (combining forms) and suffixes.

e Pronounce medical terms correctly using the “sounds like” system.

e State why caution is important when using abbreviation.

e Define anatomy and physiology; and use anatomic reference systems to
identify the anatomic position, body planes, directions, and cavities.

® Recognize, define, spell, and pronounce the terms related to the abdominal
cavity and peritoneum.

e Recognize, define, spell, and pronounce the terms related to the structure,
function, pathology, and procedures of cells, tissues, and glands.

e Define the terms associated with genetics including mutation, genetic
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engineering, and genetic counseling.
e Differentiate between genetic and congenital disorders, and identify examples.
e Identify the body systems in terms of their major structures, functions, and
related word parts.
e Recognize, define, spell, and pronounce the terms related to types of diseases
and the modes of disease transmission.
e Identify and describe the major functions and structures of the skeletal system.
e Describe three types of joints.
e Differentiate between the axial and appendicular skeletons.

Our Al system is built to ensure that you keep your focus on your exam without any external distractions.
You may trigger a live proctor pop-in due to insufficient lighting, background noise, or an incomplete room
scan.

You will feel more at
ease with the materials if you stay in touch with what is going on. If you fail to log into the course on a regular
basis, I will drop you from the course. I will alert you to this problem as necessary. The minimum
requirements to be successful in this course are at least TWO (2) days per week. THIS IS A MINIMUM.
Since this is an online course your attendance is measured by logins.

Students are expected to attend all classes in order to be successful in a course. The student may be administratively
withdrawn from the course when absences become excessive, as defined in the course syllabus.

When an unavoidable reason for class absence arises, such as illness, an official trip authorized by the college or an
official activity, the instructor may permit the student to make up work missed. It is the student’s responsibility to
complete work missed within a reasonable period of time as determined by the instructor. Students are officially enrolled
in all courses for which they pay tuition and fees at the time of registration. Should a student, for any reason, delay in
reporting to a class after official enrollment, absences will be attributed to the student from the first class meeting.
