A. COURSE DESCRIPTION
An analysis of the economy as a whole including measurement and determination of Aggregate Demand
and Aggregate Supply, national income, inflation, and unemployment. Other topics include
international trade, economic growth, business cycles, and fiscal policy and monetary policy.

B. PREREQUISITE: None. However, it’s preferred that students have taken or are currently enrolled in
MATH 1324.

C. CREDIT: Lecture-3;Lab-0

Construct the aggregate demand and aggregate supply model of the macroeconomy and use it to
illustrate macroeconomic problems and potential monetary and fiscal policy solutions.

VII. Explain the mechanics and institutions of international trade and their impact on the
macroeconomy.

VIII.  Define economic growth and identify sources of economic growth.

IX. Address issues, policies, public opinions, expectations, environmental, and cultural changes that
affect industry, society, choices, and the current economic state.

ATTENDANCE POLICY:

As an online class, students must access the course on a regular basis.

Minimum log in for the course is at least four (4) days per week. Additionally, you should not let more than 72
hours pass without logging in. Students will be administratively withdrawn from class if there is no log in
activity for a two-week period and/or no assignments completed during a two-week period.

The Blackboard software used to manage this online course tracks student logins, tracking
when and where the student has been in the course. Accessing this course on a regular basis is
extremely important in order to meet the objectives of this course. Ideally, students should
daily check the semester schedule, e-mail, and also check for announcements and fellow
student discussions. This course is not 100% self-paced—there will be deadlines. You will feel
more at ease with the materials if you stay in touch with what is going on. This course is 3 semester
credit hours. For this reason, you should set aside a minimum of 6 hours per week to work on this
course. One of the very first things you should do is set aside time each week to work on the class. It is
very easy to put off attendance in an online course.
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A student who does not meet the attendance requirements of a class as stated, and does not officially
withdraw from that course by the official census date of the semester, may be administratively
withdrawn from that course and receive a grade of “X” as determined by the instructor.
