COURSE DESCRIPTION: An analysis of the economy as a whole including measurement and determination of Aggregate Demand

and Aggregate Supply, national income, inflation, and unemployment. Other topics include international trade, economic

growth, business cycles, and fiscal policy and monetary policy.

PREREQUISITE: None. However, it’s preferred that students have taken or are currently enrolled in MATH 1324.
