COURSE INFORMATION

e COURSE DESCRIPTION: An analysis of the economy as a whole including measurement and determination of

Aggregate Demand and Aggregate Supply, national income, inflation, and unemployment. Other topics include
international trade, economic growth, business cycles, and fiscal policy and monetary policy.
e PREREQUISITE: None. However, it’s preferred that students have taken or are currently enrolled in MATH 1324.
e CREDIT: Lecture-3;Lab-0

e COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES:
1. Explain the role of scarcity, specialization, opportunity cost and cost/benefit analysis in economic decision-

making.

2. ldentify the determinants of supply and demand; demonstrate the impact of shifts in both market supply and
demand curves on equilibrium price and output.

3. Define and measure national income and rates of unemployment and inflation.

4. ldentify the phases of the business cycle and the problems caused by cyclical fluctuations in the market economy.

5. Define money and the money supply; describe the process of money creation by the banking system and the role
of the central bank.

6. Construct the aggregate demand and aggregate supply model of the macro economy and use it to illustrate
macroeconomic problems and potential monetary and fiscal policy solutions.

7. Explain the mechanics and institutions of international trade and their impact on the macro economy.

8. Define economic growth and identify sources of economic growth.
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ATTENDANCE POLICY:

This course will utilize the following policy stated below from the SPC General Catalog:

e Students are expected to attend all classes to be successful in a course. The student may be administratively withdrawn from the
course when absences become excessive as defined in the course syllabus.

e |t is the student’s responsibility to verify administrative drops for excessive absences through Texan Connect. If it is determined
that a student is awarded financial aid for a class or classes in which the student never attended or participated, the financial aid
award will be adjusted in accordance with the classes in which the student did attend/participate, and the student will owe any
balance resulting from the adjustment.

Homework Assignments: 15%
e The homework assignments are available through the Blackboard Learning Management System.

e All homework assignments are untimed, with two homework attempts.

Chapter Quizzes: 30% The lowest quiz graded will be dropped at the END of the semester.

o All quizzes will be comprised of information from the textbook, chapter homework assignments, and handouts posted in Blackboard.

o Each chapter quiz will have a 30-minute time limit, two quiz attempts and must be completed in one sitting.

o All quizzes will be completed and are accessed through the Course Content folder in Blackboard.

o No makeup quizzes will be allowed.

o If a student is unable to complete a quiz during the scheduled time frame, arrangements must be made prior to the quiz opening for the
week.

Case Studies: 10%

e For these assignments, students will be given a short problem set with questions that are a topic pertaining to the unit in
which it is assigned. There are two case studies assigned during the semester.

Exams: 40%:
Exams will be accessed through Course Content within Blackboard.

No makeup exams will be allowed. If a student is unable to complete an exam during the scheduled time frame, students will
not be allowed to make up the test unless arrangements are made prior to the test day.
