      A student is clear to return to class without further assessment from DeEtte Edens, BSN, RN if they have   

     completed the 5-day isolation period, symptoms have improved, and they are without fever for 24 hours without   

     the use of fever-reducing medication. 

  

     Students must communicate with DeEtte Edens, BSN, RN prior to their return date if still symptomatic at the end   

     of the 5-day isolation.
