Projects/Assignments:   
 

Writing Assignment (100 points): A topic will be presented related to a mental health disorder which impacts our 

society currently. For example, a discussion paper might be introduced asking you to explore how healthcare workers 

may be at higher risk for PTSD during the pandemic. Additional instructions and a rubric will be provided before the 

8th week of class.

End of semester project (200 Points): Throughout the semester, I will recommend a full-length movie that is 

relevant to the topic being discussed. You will select one of the suggested movies at the end of the semester as topic 

for a 4-6-page paper (double-spaced). You will write a synopsis of the movie, suggest a diagnosis/diagnoses for the 

main character, outline the DSM V criteria for the diagnosis/diagnoses you have chosen, and compare and contrast 

the presentation of symptoms/treatment in the movie to that which we discuss in class. A rubric will be provided on 

Blackboard.
