2. Discuss the social, political, economic, and cultural forces that affect the development process of the 
individual.  

3. Identify factors of responsible personal behavior with regard to issues such as sexual activity, 
substance abuse, marriage and parenting.  

4. Explain the biosocial, cognitive and psychological influences throughout the lifespan as an ongoing set 
of processes, involving both continuity and change.  

5. Describe the different developmental perspectives of the major theories of development (i.e. 
cognitive, learning, humanistic and psychodynamic).  

6. Identify examples of some of the cultural and ethnic differences that influence development 
throughout the lifespan.  

7. Discuss the various causes or reasons for disturbances in the developmental process. 

  

  

Student Learning Outcomes Assessment: Marcie Miller is the faculty member who is responsible for the 
assessment of the student learning outcomes.  She will be sending a list of which SLOs will be assessed 
for each semester.  There are 7 outcomes and these are rotated.  Mrs. Miller is also the person 
responsible for entry of the data into Task Stream for documentation.

A student 
who does not meet the attendance requirements of a class as stated in the course syllabus and does not 
officially withdraw from that course by the official census date of the semester, may be administratively 
withdrawn from that course and receive a grade of “X” or “F” as determined by the instructor. Instructors 
are responsible for clearly stating their administrative drop policy in the course syllabus, and it is the 
student’s responsibility to be aware of that policy.  

  

It is the student’s responsibility to verify administrative drops for excessive absences through MySPC 
using his or her student online account. If it is determined that a student is awarded financial aid for a 
class or classes in which the student never attended or participated, the financial aid award will be 
adjusted in accordance with the classes in which the student did attend/participate and the student will 
owe any balance resulting from the adjustment.
