Course Description

This course includes a grammar review and a study of the principles of good writing, methods of paragraph and theme
development, frequent essays, and readings in literature and the other humanities.

Scope/Purpose

The purpose of English 1301 is to help students understand and apply the standards of correctness in formal though and
the written English language. English 1301 helps students to think well by teaching them to read and write well through
its focus on the writing process, on the use of appropriate grammar and diction, on the use of logic, and on the different
methods of essay development. Collateral readings from all areas of the humanities are included.

Instructional Objectives

By the end of the course, students should be able to demonstrate the ability:

to understand writing as a process; that is, writing conceived as a connected and interactive process which
includes pre-writing, writing, and revision;

to apply the principles of writing as a process and the analysis of audience and purpose to writing assignments;
the write an essay that follows the principles of unity and coherence and that is appropriately developed by
means of narration, description, illustration, definition, argumentation, and/or persuasion;

to write an essay in standard English, the criteria for standard English being those described in College Writing
with Readings;

and to understand and apply basic principles of critical thinking in the development of exposition and argument.

Requirements

1.

Students will write a minimum of eight essays, including the final exam; these essays will be graded according to
the standards set forth in this policy statement.

Students will read short stories, poems, and essays from all areas of the humanities, will participate in class
discussions of the readings, and will be tested over their understanding of the readings through quizzes,
examinations, and/or written assignments.

Individual instructors may require additional writing assignments including, but not limited to, resumes, business
letters, homework or reaction papers, and journal entries.

Essays

You will be required to submit three full essays. There will be several steps to complete for each essay. The first step is
the completion of an essay exam. The second is participation in a small group workshop. The third is the submission of
a revised draft of your essay exam. If you do not take the essay exam, you won'’t be able to participate in small group
workshops, lowering your grade further. Due dates can be found on the course calendar and specific assighment details
can be found in the module folders in Blackboard. Late work will not be accepted for any reason.

Mindtap Coursework

Several Mindtap exercises must be completed over the course of the semester. Availability and due dates are available
on the course calendar. In addition to covering the content presented in the assigned chapters, Mindtap exercises will
help you review your grammar and help you think about the writing process. Although you will access these
assignments via Blackboard, you must have purchased the access code to complete these assignments. Averaged
together, these assignments are worth 15% of your final grade. | do not accept late submissions for any reason.



Response Papers

You will be required to write three response papers for this course — one for each module. Instructions for these
assignments can be found in Blackboard. These assignments will be work 20% of your final grade. | do not accept late
work for any reason.
