¢ All entries should be double-spaced, using a 12-point, Times New Roman font with standard 1
inch margins.

¢ Each entry should begin with a heading that includes your name and class.
¢ Always save your work to your own media, and back that up twice a week.

+ Workbook entries must contain a minimum of 350 words and a maximum of 800 words.

JOURNALS:
¢ All journal entries should have a distinct introduction, with a thesis which clearly addresses
the topic, separate body paragraphs and a short conclusion.

¢ All journal entries must follow one of the assigned topics, and submitted in the order they are
assigned.

¢ Be sure that each entry is numbered correctly.

¢ All journal entries must have a heading in the upper left-hand corner:
Fly, Joseph
English 1301-200
July 6™, 2018

¢ All journal entries should have a number as a part of the original title.
For example: Journal Entry # 1: My Super Power (Don'’t use the topic as the title!)

GRADING:
You must submit at least 2,000 words to make an ‘F.” Anything less than 2,000 words will

receive a zero (no credit). Submissions between 2,000 and 3,000 will receive an ‘F’.
Workbooks in the 3,000 — 4,000 range will receive a ‘D’, 4,001- 5,000 = ‘C’,
5,001 - 6,000 = ‘B’ and 6,001 — 7,000 = “A’.
