ENGL 1301: Composition I Syllabus 

  

Department: English and Philosophy 

ENGL 1301 Course Description: This course is an intensive study and practice of the composition process 

from invention and researching to drafting, revising, and editing, both individually and collaboratively. 

The curriculum includes the teaching of effective rhetorical modes as well as audience, purpose, 

arrangement, style, and collateral readings. The instructional focus is on writing the academic essay as a 

vehicle for learning, communicating, and critical analysis. 

  

ENGL 1301 partially satisfies a Core Curriculum Requirement: Communications Foundational Component

Core Curriculum Objectives addressed: 

● Communications skills—to include effective written, oral and visual communication 

● Critical thinking skills—to include creative thinking, innovation, inquiry, and analysis, evaluation

● Teamwork—to include the ability to consider different points of view and to work effectively 

with others to support a shared purpose or goal 

● Personal Responsibility—to include the ability to connect choices, actions, and consequences to 

ethical decision-making.

6.     Use American English, with an emphasis on correct grammar, voice, parallelism, punctuation, 

spelling, and mechanics in language appropriate for academic essays. 

7.     Write a minimum of six 500-word essays.

INRW 0300: Integrated Reading and Writing Syllabus 

  

Departments: English and Philosophy/The Teaching and Learning Center 

  

INRW 0300 Course Description: INRW 0300 serves as a paired support course for students enrolled in 

ENGL 1301 who are not yet TSI-complete in reading and/or writing. The focus is on teaching students 

critical reading and academic writing skills to equip them for success in Composition I. Successful 

completion of this course fulfills TSI requirements for reading and/or writing.  

  

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon successful completion of this course, students will: 

1.     Locate explicit textual information, draw complex inferences, and describe, analyze, and evaluate 

the information within and across multiple texts of varying lengths. 

2.     Comprehend and use vocabulary effectively in oral communication, reading, and writing. 

3.     Identify and analyze the audience, purpose, and message across a variety of texts. 

4.     Describe and apply insights gained from reading and writing a variety of texts. 

5.     Compose a variety of texts that demonstrate reading comprehension, clear focus, logical 

development of ideas, and use of appropriate language that advance the writer’s purpose. 

6.     Determine and use effective approaches and rhetorical strategies for given reading and writing 

situations. 

7.     Generate ideas and gather information relevant to the topic and purpose, incorporating the ideas 

and words of other writers in student writing using established strategies. 

8.     Evaluate relevance and quality of ideas and information in recognizing, formulating, and developing 

a claim. 

9.     Develop and use effective reading and revision strategies to strengthen the writer’s ability to 

compose college-level writing assignments. 

Recognize and apply the conventions of Standard English in reading and writing. 
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Class Procedures and Policies  
What you will need for this class:

What I can expect from Mrs. Gilbert: 

1. Availability – I’m available during office hours, and I will also answer emails/texts within 

24 hours during the week and 48 hours on the weekend. 

2. Grading - You will receive all papers back within 3 weeks. Grades will be posted on 

Blackboard within 1 week of being passed back.

What Mrs. Gilbert expects from me:
