Course Description

This course is an intensive study and practice of the composition process from invention and
researching to drafting, revising, and editing, both individually and collaboratively. The curriculum
includes the teaching of effective rhetorical modes as well as audience, purpose, arrangement, style,
and collateral readings. The instructional focus is on writing the academic essay as a vehicle for
learning, communicating, and critical analysis.

Prerequisite: Students must be TSI-complete or waived in both writing and reading.

—> Personal Responsibility—to include the ability to connect choices, actions, and consequences to
ethical decision-making.

Attendance

This is a face-to-face course, which means that regular and active course attendance is required in
order to complete the course successfully. I have a professional responsibility to ensure that any
student has met the course learning outcomes in order to receive credit for English 1301. Quite
simply, I cannot do this if you're not herel

Your attendance is taken at the beginning of class each day via Microsoft Forms. You must answer a
unique question that is only provided during class to be counted present. If you arrive after your
attendance question has been given, it's your responsibility to ask for it at the end of class. If you
miss more than 15 minutes of class time, you are counted absent for the day.
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You are allowed three absences without penalty this semester. On your third missed class, I will file
an early alert for the advising office to contact you and discuss a strategy to get back on track. This is
considered your first warning. After an early alert has been filed, the next absence will result in a
final email warning from me giving you one week to come see me in person to discuss your options
or withdraw yourself from the course. After that week has passed, you'll be dropped with a grade of
X. While I encourage you to be in open communication with me about legitimate absences, such as
doctort's notes or family emergencies, you should expect to accrue an absence for every day you atre
not present, regardless of reason. I will accommodate extenuating circumstances at my discretion.

Finally, be aware that you must be mentally present in class to be counted present for the day.

General Guidelines for Major Assignments

All major papers should meet the guidelines of the assighment prompt and be properly formatted in
MLA 9™ edition. You are responsible for understanding and following MLLA format and asking
questions when needed. Here’s a quick overview: https://www.scribbr.com/mla/formatting

Final drafts should be double-spaced, and written in a 12-pt, readable font. The title of your essay
should be centered; the body of your essay should be left-aligned. Margins should be 17" on all sides.
Points will be deducted for final drafts that do not meet basic formatting standards for a college
essay.

All major assignments should be submitted as Microsoft Word files (.doc or .docx). 1 cannot
accept .gdoc, .pages, .odt, .rtf, or .txt files. I will not accept assignments written in the “Submission
Text” or “Comments” portion of the submission link. Incorrectly submitted files are counted
late until the appropriate file type is uploaded. This is a firm guideline. I cannot stress this
enough—do not, for any reason whatsoever, assume that I will accept anything that does not end in
.doc or .docx.

Any submission that is blank or corrupt is considered late until propetly submitted. Make sure you
receive confirmation and a readable preview through Blackboard after submission.

Late Assignment Policy for Major Assignments:
All deadlines are at 11:59 p.m. If you submit after the deadline without a prior authorization for an
extension, 20% is automatically deducted from your grade each day until submission. In the event of
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technical difficulties that prevent you from online submission, email me ASAP (yes, even at 11:58
p.m.) to let me know and attach the assignment. This will ensure your assighment is counted on-
time. I will not, however, grade emailed assignments. You’re expected to upload the final
draft appropriately after technical issues are resolved. *¥Note that this policy only applies to
major assignments. Late work is not accepted for any reason on quizzes, activities, exams,
or discussions.

All major writing assignments must be completed in order to pass the course.

Grading Procedunre:

Essay grades are returned within two weeks; on average, you can expect them within ten days. I will
provide feedback via Blackboard. You are responsible for reading and understanding all grading
feedback. You are welcome to ask questions about your grading feedback; however, I ask that you
wait at least 24 hours after an assighment has been returned to do so.

Essay Assessment Guidelines:

Essays may earn grades ranging from A to F based on the instructor's grading scale. Depending on
the assignment, certain criteria may be weighted more than others, and the instructor's assignment
may establish additional, more specific criteria. The quality of each of the criteria determines the
letter grade.

Essays submitted with less than half the required word count earn a zero by default.

Peer and Process Score

For each major writing assignment, you will follow the writing process which entails several steps,
including but not limited to prewriting, outlining, drafting, peer reviewing, and revising & editing.
You will receive a grade for your engagement with each of these steps. This portion of your course
average is designed to promote not only good essays, but good practices for your future writing at
the college level. Process grades are not a matter of quality, but a matter of effort. If you submit all
the required drafting activities in a completed fashion on-time, you will earn a high grade for each of
these scores. If you submit incomplete or late elements of your process credit, your score will fall
substantially. If you do not participate in these activities or submit drafting elements that are less
than 50% complete, you will earn a zero for each instance.

Peer & process scores are the most heavily weighted element of your course average. It does not
matter if your talent as a writer is at the unicorn-level of impressive. If you do not participate in
these activities, your average will be affected. Just to make it clear how important Peer & Process
scores are:

If you earn a C on every paper and assignment this semester. ..

— 90%+ on your P&P score would result in a B overall.

— 75% on your P&P score would result in a C-/D+ overall.
— 50% on your P&P score would be a D- overall.

— 0% on your P&P would be an F overall.

Grammar Quizzes

You will take four quizzes over the semester to test your learning on grammar and sentence skills.
These may take place on Blackboard during class or as timed assessments outside of class. Quizzes
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will be timed and limited to a single attempt. No make-up quizzes will be given. There are no
exceptions.

We will do an interactive live review prior to every quiz. During this live review, there will be
opportunities to earn dropped Daily Work scores or even, in certain contexts, to be exempted from
the quiz. You are responsible for ensuring you’re connected to the live review when it happens. If
you’re not confident in your device or connection, you should come to class in person and use the
lab our class is in.

Daily Work

We will complete daily work and activities during class in the vast majority of our meetings. The
average of these activities will be worth 15% of your course grade. They must be completed during
class when instructions are given. If you are absent, you may not be able to complete that day’s work
for credit. For students below the absence limit, up to six daily work scores are dropped at the end
of the semester.

Connect

We will use McGraw-Hill Connect, an online assessment tool, to conduct a portion of your work.
This access code is included with your tuition—you do not need to purchase anything else to use
Connect. I will provide instructions for registering Connect during the first week of class.

Each week of coursework will have one Connect assessment due over the textbook material for the
week. These assessments are due by Friday at 11:59 p.m. The average of these Connect assessment
scores will constitute 10% of your overall course grade.

I will not reopen a Connect assignment for any reason after the due date passes—there are no
exceptions.

Final Self Reflection

The final exam for this course is your Final Self Reflection. Instructions will provided through
Blackboard. Final Self Reflections are due during the final exam period.
