Course Description: This course is a continuation of ENGL 1301 and an intensive study of and practice in 
the strategies and techniques for developing researched-based expository and persuasive texts, along 
with being an introduction to literature. The course emphasizes effective and ethical rhetorical inquiry, 
including primary and secondary research methods; critical reading of a sampling of literary, verbal, 
visual, and multimedia texts; systematic evaluation, synthesis, and documentation of information 
sources; and critical thinking about evidence and conclusions. Prerequisite:  Grade of “C” or better in 
ENGL 1301. 
 
Course Purpose: English 1302 has a two-fold purpose: it encourages critical writing by introducing the 
students to research and writing from sources, and it introduces the students to the study of literature, 
including short stories, drama, and poetry.

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TexBook Program: This course is in the SPC TexBook program, so you do not need to purchase a 
textbook or access code for this course. 

• What is TexBook? The required textbook/digital content for this course is available to you in 
Blackboard from the first day of class. The charge for the textbook/digital content is the lowest 
price available from the publisher and bookstore and is included in your tuition.  

Your course material is in your Blackboard course from the first 
day of class. Access to your course material is provided either by VitalSource or other links inside 
your Blackboard course. VitalSource (and many publisher’s) eBook features include the ability to 
hear the text read aloud, highlight, take notes, create flash cards, see word definitions, build 
study guides, print select pages, and download 100% of the book for offline access.

6. Apply the conventions of style manuals for specific academic disciplines (e.g., APA, CMS, MLA, 
etc.) 

7. Read and view videos of works of literature; analyze the use of literary devices (plot, point of 
view, theme, characterization, setting, symbolism, tone, etc.); participate in class discussions of 
the readings; and be tested over their understanding of the readings and lectures through 
quizzes, examinations, and/or written assignments.
