Course Description:

This is a course in fundamental English for students whose TSIA Writing Test score
qualifies them. ENGL 0301 is designed to help students begin to develop college-writing

skills and focuses on idea generation, organization, drafting, revision, and utilization of

Standard American English. The course provides a fundamental review of English

grammar, focusing on spelling, punctuation, correct word choice, and various types of
sentence construction, and covers major errors, such as fragments, fused sentences,
comma splices, subject-verb agreement, and pronoun errors. It also provides practice in
writing and revising various types of paragraphs. This course will not satisfy graduation

requirements, but it is designed to give students skills they need to complete college

level work.




TexBook Program: This course is in the SPC TexBook program, so you do not need to purchase a
textbook or access code for this course.

e What is TexBook? The required textbook/digital content for this course is available to you
in Blackboard from the first day of class. The charge for the textbook/digital content is the
lowest price available from the publisher and bookstore and is included in your tuition
and fees.

3. Generate ideas and gather information relevant to the topic and purpose,

incorporating the thoughts and words of other writers in student writing using

established strategies.

4. Evaluate the relevance and quality of ideas and information to formulate and develop

a claim.



5. Develop and use effective revision strategies to strengthen the writer's ability to
compose college-level writing assignments.

6. Edit writing to conform to the conventions of Standard American English.

improvement that the students have gained during the semester.
