Course Description

This course is an intensive study and practice of the composition process from invention and
researching to drafting, revising, and editing, both individually and collaboratively. The curriculum
includes the teaching of effective rhetorical modes as well as audience, purpose, arrangement, style,
and collateral readings. The instructional focus is on writing the academic essay as a vehicle for
learning, communicating, and critical analysis.

Prerequisite: Students must be TSI-complete or waived in both writing and reading.

Attendance

This is a face-to-face course, which means that regular and active course attendance is required in
order to complete the course successfully. I have a professional responsibility to ensure that any
student has met the course learning outcomes in order to receive credit for English 1301. Quite
simply, I cannot do this if you're not here! Your attendance is taken at the beginning of class each
day via Microsoft Forms. You must answer a unique question that is only provided during class to
be counted present. If you arrive after your attendance question has been given, it's your
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responsibility to ask for it at the end of class. If you miss more than 15 minutes of class at any point
during a class meeting, you are counted absent for the day. Be aware that you must also be mentally
present in class to be counted present for the day.

You are allowed three absences without penalty this semester. Four absences and beyond can result
in a drop from the course with an X. It’s your responsibility to initiate your own withdrawal in the
event that you stop attending the course and do not plan to complete it. While I encourage you to
be in open communication with me about legitimate absences, it is not necessary to provide doctor’s
notes or other documentation as you will still accrue an absence for every day you are not present,
regardless of reason. I will accommodate extenuating circumstances at my discretion.

Screens and Technology

During class, we will be speaking to each other the majority of the time. It’s rude to stare at your
phone while someone is speaking to you, and it is expected in this course that you will be courteous
and polite with your phone and screen usage. If you have an emergency, you may step outside to use
your device. If you are using technology for something unrelated to the course, you will receive a
zero for the day’s process work and could be marked “absent” for the class period.

Grading

Grades will be evaluated as follows

Project 1: Process Work 15%
Project 2: Standard Persuasive Essay 20%
Project 2: Process Work 15%
Project 3: Multimodal Remix Project with Statement of Goals and Choices 20%
Project 3: Process Work 10%
Project 4: Final Multimodal Remix Showcase 5%

Process work for all projects includes reading assignments, in-class brainstorming, drafting,
workshops, written feedback to peers, etc. This work, while informal, will be some of the most
important work we do for the course. Your collective process work counts as a percentage for each
project (see above), and failure to complete process work will have a significant impact on your
grade. The goal of this regular writing and practice is to generate ideas, thinking on the page, not
about having a finished product. Your process work grade should be a reflection of your continued
engagement and preparation, not of perfection or mastery.

*Up to 3 exctra credit points may be earned by completing extra credit assignment(s).

General Guidelines for Major Assignments

All major papers should meet the guidelines of the assignhment prompt and be properly formatted in
MILA 9" edition. You are responsible for understanding and following MLLA format and asking
questions when needed. Here’s a quick overview: https://www.scribbr.com/mla/formatting/.
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Final drafts should be double-spaced, and written in a 12-pt, readable font. The title of your essay
should be centered; the body of your essay should be left-aligned. Margins should be 17" on all sides.
Points will be deducted for final drafts that do not meet basic formatting standards for a college
essay.

All major assignments should be submitted as Microsoft Word files (.doc or .docx). You should
not submit PDF. gdoc, .pages, .odt, .rtf, or .txt files. I will not accept assignments written in the
“Submission Text” or “Comments” portion of a submission link. Incorrectly submitted files are
counted late until the appropriate file type is uploaded. Any submission that is blank or corrupt is
considered late until properly submitted. Make sure you receive confirmation and a readable preview
through Blackboard after submission. Essays that do not reach at least 50% of the minimum length
receive a zero automatically.

Late Assignment Policy for Major Assignments:

All deadlines are at 11:59 p.m., with a grace period until 8 a.m. the following day before the late
penalty goes into effect. Late projects receive a 10% deduction per day up to one week, and projects
are not accepted more than a week after the deadline. Extensions are granted at instructor discretion
and must be requested at least twelve hours ahead of a deadline. Note that this policy only applies
to major projects. Late work is not accepted for any reason on quizzes, activities, exams, or
discussions.

Grading Procedure:

Essay grades are returned within two weeks; on average, you can expect them within ten days. I will
provide feedback via Turnltln. You are responsible for reading and understanding all grading
feedback. You are welcome to ask questions about your grading feedback; however, I ask that you
wait at least 24 hours after an assighment has been returned to do so.

Essay Assessment Guidelines:
Essays may earn grades ranging from A to F based on the instructot's grading scale. Depending on

the assignment, certain criteria may be weighted more than others, and the instructor's assignment
may establish additional, more specific criteria. The quality of each of the criteria determines the

letter grade. Not every essay will fit a single grade's description completely. All rubrics are available
in Blackboard.

Perusall

You will complete activities through Perusall periodically as part of your learning media for the
course. Perusall is a social annotation platform where you will complete a multi-step assignment that
may include videos, reading, and other media and provide annotations in small groups with your
peers as part of our ongoing writing discussion. These graded assignments are scored on the quality
of annotations and overall engagement, including some or all of the criteria below:

e Contributing thoughtful questions and comments to the class discussion, spread throughout

the entire reading

o Starting the reading early

e Breaking the reading into chunks (instead of trying to do it all at once)

e Reading all the way to the end of the assigned reading

e Posing thoughtful questions and comments that elicit responses from classmates
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e Answering questions from others

e Upvoting thoughtful questions and helpful answers
Reading and thinking critically about literature is the foundation of this course, and these
assignments are the most important part of your coursework to start with each week. You are
strongly encouraged to start these early and complete them over several days in order to be
successful and get the best outcomes in your learning.

Blackboard

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e Using direct quotations (three or more words) from a source without showing them to be
direct quotations and citing them; or

e Missing in-text citations.

Cheating violations include, but are not limited to, the following:
e Obtaining an examination by stealing or collusion;
e Discovering the content of an examination before it is given;

e Using an unauthorized source of information (notes, textbook, texting, internet, Quizlet,
etc.) during an examination, quiz, or homework assignment;

e [Entering an office or building to obtain unfair advantage;

e Taking an examination for another;

e Altering grade records;

e Copying another’s work during an examination or on a homework assignment;

e Rewriting another student’s work in Peer Editing so that the writing is no longer the original
student’s;

e Taking pictures of a test, test answers, or someone else’s paper.

There is zero tolerance for academic dishonesty in this course. Plagiarism or academic
dishonesty of any kind will automatically result in a 0 for the assignment and can, in many
cases, result in getting dropped from the course with an F. Assignments that earn a zero for
plagiarism cannot be made-up under any circumstances and will be reported to South
Plains College.

Artificial Intelligence Statement & Procedure for Academic Integrity

I have an ethical responsibility to ensure that all students receive credit for only work that they have
originally and ethically produced, and the learning outcomes of English 1301 rely on your own
original reading, writing, and thinking. It is simply not possible or ethical to use generative Al and
accomplish these goals in our course. Accordingly, you’re expected to refrain from all usage of
generative Al in the production of your work. This includes (but is not limited to) using Al for any
of the following:

e To generate words, phrases, or sentences use in an assignment

e To generate ideas, claims, or interpretations in substitute of original thinking
e To outline, organize, or otherwise direct the composition of your own work
e To spin, elevate, enhance, or rewrite your own originally produced work

Our course uses an extensive set of tools to analyze machine language mechanics against original
language. This includes the use of the most reliable Al detection platforms currently available,
linguistic data, comparative writer analytics, and LLM output testing. Any work containing
indications of Al involvement must be verified as original to receive credit through verbal review.
Verbal review includes an in-person or virtual conference and/or proctored writing sample. If
authorship cannot be verified after exhausting all of these methods, the work is not ethically
produced or eligible for credit, and it receives a zero. As a student writer in the age of Al, it is your
responsibility to protect the integrity of your work and ensure complete ownership of the ideas and

language therein.
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Students have the right to decline a verbal review. If a request for verbal review is not answered
within a week, it will be assumed that the student has chosen the option to decline. In doing so, the
assignment is considered a first violation of the integrity standards of the course and assigned a zero.
