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ATTENTION: VERY IMPORTANT

Lessons are arranged according to individual schedules. In order for me to
assign your lesson time, you must make a schedule of your classes and leave
it with me. This should be done on the very first day of classes.

GENERAL COURSE INFORMATION

Through a course of study covering a minimum of four semesters, the
student shall demonstrate proficiency in the basic skills and techniques of
either/or SNARE DRUM, DRUM SET, MALLETS, and/or TIMPANI. The
student shall have at least one 1/2 hour lesson per week in which the basic
methods and literature will be studied. Sight reading, development of proper
technique, and musicianship will be the emphasis of each lesson. If you are
not a music or sound-tech major, the course of study will attempt to
accommodate your needs. REGARDLESS of your major, you should realize
that you are studying college level percussion and that the minimum
requirements for all students emphasize the understanding and
demonstration of proper technique, the ability to read advanced rhythms, and
perform musically.

GRADING

You are expected to be on time for each lesson. When it is time for your
lesson, please knock on the door and come in! Unexcused absences are not
permitted. If you cannot make a lesson, I need to know at least 24 hours in
advance so I may reschedule your lesson.




For Music Majors Only:

To achieve the grade of "C', the student must

1. Have no more than two absences

2. Come to lessons prepared, with the proper implements

(sticks, etc.) and

3. Perform a solo in the percussion studio.

To achieve the grade of “B", the student must

1. Meet the requirements for the grade of "C".

2. Give in public, on campus, a performance on drums or

percussion either solo or within some kind of ensemble (band,

jazz band, pep band, any of the TVO creative arts ensembles,

or a group of your own).

To achieve the grade of "A", the student must

1. Meet the requirements for the grade of 'B".

2. Memorize a solo.

3. Perform a jury at the end of the semester.

Students with disabilities, including but not limited to physical, psychiatric
or learning disabilities, who wish to request accommodations in this class
should notify the Special Services Office early in the semester so that the
appropriate arrangements may be made.
