Course Description: Math0332 is to be taken concurrently with MATH 1332. Background topics which are
necessary for a student to successfully complete MATH 1332 will be covered, with an emphasis on integers,
percentages, graphing, fractions, exponents, radicals, statistics, and geometry.

MATH 1332 is intended for Non-STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics) majors. Topics
include introductory treatments of sets and logic, financial mathematics, probability and statistics with appropriate
applications. Number sense, proportional reasoning, estimation, technology, and communication should be
embedded throughout the course. Additional topics may be covered.

Prerequisite for MATH 0332: Maximum score of 349 on the TSIA1 without an ABE score, minimum diagnostic
score of 3 on the TSIA2, or a successful completion of NCBM 0105.

Prerequisite for MATH 1332: Minimum score of 350 on the TSIAL, minimum score of 950 on the TSIA2, a
diagnostic score of 6 on the TSIA2, TSl-exempt status, a successful completion with a grade of ‘C’ or better in
MATH 0337, or successful completion of NCBM-0112.

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Student Learning Outcomes Assessment: A pre- and post-test questions will be used to determine the extent
of improvement that the students have gained during the semester

Course Evaluation: There will be departmental final exam questions given by all instructors.

Attendance/Student Engagement Policy: Attendance and engagement are the most critical activities for
success in this course. The instructor maintains records of the student’s attendance and submission of
assignments throughout the semester. The student is expected to attend at least eighty percent (80%) of the total
class meetings and submit at least eighty percent (80%) of the total class assignments to have the best chance
of success. If the student fails to meet these minimum requirements, the instructor may remove the student from
the class with an X, upon their discretion, to help the student from harming their GPA. If the student can not
receive an X, the instructor will assign an F.

Class Attendance: Attendance and effort are the keys to success in this class. 4 missed labs and 11
absences are allowed for the semester.

Assignments & Grading:

Practice Problems: Practice problems will be used as a study guide. Complete all practice problems to
the best of your ability before class each day. Practice problems are on Blackboard with the solutions.
Time will be given to ask questions each class day. You may turn in all practice problems from the unit
for one grade replacement for a missed or low lab score. These may be submitted on the day of the
unit exam only. You will receive full credit for the lowest or missed lab for that unit if all work for all
practice problem sets is shown in a neat and well-organized manner and all problems are attempted.

Labs: Labs consist of 5 -10 problems that will allow me to assess your understanding of the material.
Answers are not provided for the labs. Labs will be completed in class without apps or websites but
scientific calculators, notes, and practice problems may be used. Work must be shown to receive
credit.

Lab Grades: Each lab is worth 10 points. Questions may be asked about the practice problems before
the lab is distributed, but the labs are to be completed without assistance. Work must be shown to
receive credit. These will be completed during class and cannot be made up. The best 20 lab grades
will be used to determine the final points for the lab grade.
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Exams: You may use a scientific or graphing calculator on the exams but calculators on cell phones
will not be permitted. Cell phones should be out of sight and not touched during exams. The use of any
websites or apps during exams is considered cheating. You may bring one 3” X 5” notecard with
formulas to use during the exam.

Make-up exams will not be available. If you miss an exam for any reason, the final exam will take the
place of the missed exam. If you miss two exams, you may be dropped from the course. If you know
you will need to miss an exam, let me know before the exam so an alternate testing time can be
arranged before the exam is taken in class.

Check Blackboard and your SPC email often for any updates. Additional study aids may also be
added.

You are responsible for completing practice problems, labs, and exams on time. Print out the course
calendar and keep it with your other course material to help you keep up with deadlines.

There will be 6 exams and a comprehensive final exam.
