Course Description: Collection, analysis, presentation and interpretation of data, and
probability. Analysis includes descriptive statistics, correlation and regression, confidence
intervals and hypothesis testing.
Prerequisite: Minimum score of 350 on the TSIA1, minimum score of 950 on the TSIA2, a
diagnostic score of 6 on the TSIA2, TSI-exempt status, a successful completion with a grade of
‘C’ or better in MATH 0337, or successful completion of NCBM-0112.

Textbook: Elementary Statistics: Picturing the Word, Ron Larson & Betsy Farer, 7" Edition,
Pearson.

Supplies: A graphing calculator with the statistics package is required and you are required to
bring your calculator to EVERY class. TI-83, TI-83+, TI-83+TI-84+ are preferred. For any other
graphing calculator, you will need to read the manual to determine how to make the processes
work. Cell phones and similar devices may NOT be used as calculators. If you have any
questions about your calculator or software, check with the instructor immediately.
