Course Description: In-depth study and applications of trigopnometry including definitions,
identities, inverse functions, solutions of equations, graphing, and solving triangles. Additional
topics such as vectors, polar coordinates and parametric equations may be included.

Prerequisite: Minimum score of 350 on the TSIA1, minimum score of 950 on the TSIA2, a
diagnostic score of 6 on the TSIA2, TSI-exempt status, or a successful completion with a
grade of ‘C’ or better in MATH 1314.

Course Evaluation: There will be departmental final exam questions given by all instructors.
