Course Number: MATH 0314 and Math 1314 Course Title: College Algebra with Support Course

Available Formats: conventional, hybrid, and internet

Course Description: Math 0314 is to be taken concurrently with MATH 1314. Background topics which
are necessary for a student to successfully complete MATH 1314 will be covered, with an emphasis on
fractions, factoring polynomials, functions, exponents, and operating with radical and rational
expressions. Math 1314 is an in-depth study and applications of polynomial, rational, radical, exponential
and logarithmic functions, and systems of equations using matrices. Additional topics such as sequences,
series, probability, and conics may be included.

Prerequisite: Minimum score of 340 on the TSIA, or a successful completion with a grade of ‘C’ or better
in MATH 0315, or a successful completion of NCBM-0105.
