Course Description:​ In-depth study and applications of trigonometry including definitions, 
identities, inverse functions, solutions of equations, graphing, and solving triangles. Additional 
topics such as vectors, polar coordinates and parametric equations may be included. 
 
Attendance​: Attendance and effort are the most important activities for success in this course. 
Class attendance is taken everyday, so please do not be late or leave early. You may be dropped 
from this course with a grade of X or F if you are absent five (5) consecutive classes or if you 
exceed six (6) absences throughout the semester. 

Student Learning Outcomes/Competencies*: 

Upon completion of MATH 1316 and receiving a passing grade, the student will be able to: 

1. Compute the values of trigonometric functions for key angles in all quadrants of the unit circle 
measured in both degrees and radians. 

2. Graph trigonometric functions and their transformations. 

3. Prove trigonometric identities. 

4. Solve trigonometric equations. 

5. Solve right and oblique triangles. 

6. Use the concepts of trigonometry to solve applications. 

Course Objectives​: Successful completion of this course should reflect mastery of the preceding 
competencies. 

Assignments & Grading​: Homework assignments will be made at each class meeting. Please 
make certain all materials accompany you to each class meeting. Daily work (homework) will 
count for 20%, each Unit Tests count for 15%, Quizzes count for 15%, and the Final Exam will 
count for 20% of the Final Grade. Your final average in the course will determine the letter grade 
posted on your transcript. This grade is determined by the following scale: 

For MATH 1316 – A (90-100%), B (80-89%), C (70-79%), D (60-69%), F (0-59%). 

Supplies: You will need a scientific calculator, graph paper, lined paper, and a 3-ring binder.
