Course Description: In-depth study and applications of trigonometry including definitions,
identities, inverse functions, solutions of equations, graphing, and solving triangles. Additional
topics such as vectors, polar coordinates and parametric equations may be included.

Attendance: Attendance and effort are the most important activities for success in this course.
Class attendance is taken everyday, so please do not be late or leave early. You may be dropped
from this course with a grade of X or F if you are absent five (5) consecutive classes or if you
exceed six (6) absences throughout the semester.

Student Learning Outcomes/Competencies*:

Upon completion of MATH 1316 and receiving a passing grade, the student will be able to:

1. Compute the values of trigonometric functions for key angles in all quadrants of the unit circle
measured in both degrees and radians.

2. Graph trigonometric functions and their transformations.

3. Prove trigonometric identities.

4. Solve trigonometric equations.

5. Solve right and oblique triangles.

6. Use the concepts of trigonometry to solve applications.

Course Objectives: Successful completion of this course should reflect mastery of the preceding
competencies.

Assignments & Grading: You will have a High School Grade and a College grade for this class.
Homework assignments will be made at each class meeting. Please make certain all materials
accompany you to each class meeting.
