Course Description:  In-depth study and applications of trigonometry including definitions, identities, inverse 
functions, solutions of equations, graphing, and solving triangles. Additional topics such as vectors, polar coordinates 
and parametric equations may be included. 
 
Prerequisite: Minimum score of 350 on the TSIA1, minimum score of 950 on the TSIA2, a diagnostic score of 6 on 
the TSIA2, TSI-exempt status, or a successful completion with a grade of ‘C’ or better in MATH 1314.

1. Compute the values of trigonometric functions for key angles in all quadrants of the unit circle measured in 
both degrees and radians.  

2. Graph trigonometric functions and their transformations.  
3. Prove trigonometric identities.  
4. Solve trigonometric equations.  
5. Solve right and oblique triangles.  
6. Use the concepts of trigonometry to solve applications.  

 
Student Learning Outcomes Assessment: A pre- and post-test questions will be used to determine the extent of 
improvement that the students have gained during the semester 
 
Course Evaluation:  There will be departmental final exam questions given by all instructors.

Homework will 
be submitted as a single PDF file through Gradescope, (a link to Gradescope is available in Blackboard for each 
homework assignment.) No late assignments will be accepted. The purpose of homework is to provide you with the 
opportunity to practice and master the material of this course. Be sure to follow the following homework requirements.  

• Work must be done on 8.5 x 11-inch notebook paper and written in pencil. 
• The first page of you work should have your name, class, and assignment title. You name should be written on 

each page of your work.  
• Work should be done in a neat and legible manner.  

o Work must be done in either a single column or double column down the page.   
• All work must be shown, and the work must justify the answer.  
• All answers must be either circled or boxed in.  
• When submitting work, scan all pages into a single PDF file.  

 
Quizzes: Quizzes will be given, at any time, throughout this course. Questions for the quizzes will be taken from, or be 
similar to, the questions from the homework assignments. Quizzes must be taken in pencil. No make-up quizzes will be 
given.  
 
Exams:  Exams will be given during the scheduled class times on the dates stated on the course calendar. Exams must 
be taken in pencil. Once you begin the exam, you may not leave the room until the exam is submitted for grading. No 
make-up exams will be given.  
 
Final Exam: The comprehensive final exam will be given on Monday, May 9th, from 10:00am-12:00pm. The final 
exam will cover all material from the class. No make-up final will be given.
