Note, it is up to the
instructor’s discretion to make adjustments as needed. Any changes will be posted to
Google Classroom and announced in class.

Homework will be assigned with each lecture. It is the student’s responsibility to submit
their work/answers to the Google Form posted on Google Classroom. Grades for
homework will be calculated using the following scale:

e 50 % from your completion of all questions and work
e 50 % from your ability to answer the questions on each Google Form correctly

Example: You complete all questions and submit all work and get 8/10 of the questions
correctly. Your grade would be calculated by 100 * 0.5 + 80 * 0.5 = 90.

PLEASE NOTE: LATE WORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. NO EXCEPTIONS.

There will be four unit exams given during the semester and a comprehensive,
departmental final exam given at the end of the semester. There are no exemptions for
the final exam. If you are going to miss a unit exam, contact your instructor immediately,
preferably prior to the exam. Makeup exams are given only under extremely rare and
documented circumstances. If miss an exam and do not let your instructor know prior,
you may face deductions on your exam grade.
