Course Description: Descriptive and inferential statistical techniques for business and economic
decision-making. Topics include the collection, description, analysis, and summarization of data;
probability; discrete and continuous random variables; the binomial and normal distributions; sampling
distributions; tests of hypotheses; estimation and confidence intervals; linear regression; and correlation
analysis. Statistical software is used to analyze data throughout the course. (BUSI 2305 is included in

the Business Field of Study.)

Prerequisite: Successful completion with a grade of ‘C’ or better in MATH 1324 or MATH 1314 and
successful completion with a grade of ‘C’ or better in BCIS 1305.

For
any other graphing calculator, you will need to read the manual to determine how to make the processes
work. Cell phones and similar devices may NOT be used as calculators. If you have any questions about
your calculator or software, check with the instructor.

9. Calculate, evaluate, and interpret simple linear correlation/regression.

10. Use statistical software to graph, compute, and analyze statistical data.
