Course Description: Collection, analysis, presentation and interpretation of data, and 

probability. Analysis includes descriptive statistics, correlation and regression, confidence 

intervals and hypothesis testing. 

Student Learning Outcomes: Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:  

1. Explain the use of data collection and statistics as tools to reach reasonable 

conclusions.   

2. Recognize, examine and interpret the basic principles of describing and presenting 

data.   

3. Compute and interpret empirical and theoretical probabilities using the rules of 

probabilities and combinatorics.   

4. Explain the role of probability in statistics.   

5. Examine, analyze and compare various sampling distributions for both discrete and 

continuous random variables.   

6. Describe and compute confidence intervals.   

7. Solve linear regression and correlation problems.   

8. Perform hypothesis testing using statistical methods. 

Supplies: A 1-inch 3 ring binder is recommended for storing in class notes and graded 

homework assignments. Students will need a pen or pencil to write with. A TI-84 calculator is 

required for the course. If the student does not have one, a calculator will be assigned from 

the school. 

Homework and Quizzes: Homework will be assigned after each section of notes and will be 

due three class days after the assigned day. Assignments will be due by the end of the day (4 

pm). Students are encouraged to collaborate on homework assignments.  

Quizzes: A closed notes quiz will be given at the end of each chapter of notes we complete.  

Late Work: Late assignments will be deducted 10 points per day late, up to three days late. 

Assignments turned in 4+ days after the due date will result in a 0. Extensions will be given for 

missed class days and extenuating circumstances. 



Exams: There will be an in class exam at the conclusion of every two chapters we complete in 

class. In place of a final exam, a final project will be assigned at the end of the course, 

demonstrating knowledge in one or more area of study from the course. 

Technology: This class will use Google Classroom for all notes and class videos. The code for 

our Google Classroom is ___________. Grades will be uploaded to Skyward. We will not use 

Blackboard in this class.
