Course Description: Fundamental principles of chemistry for majors in the sciences, health sciences, and
engineering; topics include measurements, fundamental properties of matter, states of matter, chemical
reactions, chemical stoichiometry, periodicity of elemental properties, atomic structure, chemical bonding,
molecular structure, solutions, properties of gases, and an introduction to thermodynamics and descriptive
chemistry. Basic laboratory experiments supporting theoretical principles presented in CHEM 1411; introduction
of the scientific method, experimental design, data collection and analysis, and preparation of laboratory reports.

Prerequisite: Prerequisite: MATH 1314 College Algebra or equivalent academic preparation. High school
chemistry is strongly recommended

Credit: 4 Lecture: 3 Lab: 3

Course Specific Instructions: This course is a FLEX/HYBRID course. The Lecture portion of this course is
completely online but the Lab portion is face-to-face. You are required to spend 2.5 hours at a designated time,
one day a week in the Lab, face-to-face, to complete Experiments, Lab Assignments and Worksheets. You will sign
up for a specific day to attend the lab face-to-face. This sign up will be done on Blackboard! Please also expect to
spend AT LEAST 2-4 hours per week reading, completing assignments, and exams weekly. You must be very self-
disciplined to complete a partially online course. All assighments, worksheets, and exams etc. must be completed
and submitted by their specific deadlines.

Labs/Experiments: You will perform a series of experiments and exercises in the lab, which are designed to
reinforce the lecture material and give you hands-on experience of a chemical nature. Attending and performing
these experiments in the lab face-to-face is a REQUIRED part of this class. Each lab will have a data analysis and
guestion section in the lab manual which must be completed for your lab grade. These will be shown to the
instructor before you leave the lab so that credit can be given. If an absence is unavoidable videos will be on
Blackboard and given for the data collection ONLY. Data Analysis and questions in the lab manual must be
completed and turned in by the student. Lab Assignments must be turned in before their due date or zeros will
be given. Once a due date has past lab assignments will not be accepted for any reason.

Once a due date has past, the lab assignment will NOT be accepted for any reason and will therefore be a 0.
