Visualize the way in which the Earth’s motion around the Sun produces retrograde
motion in other planets.
Understand tides and tidal forces.
Describe why the Earth has seasons.
Identify the Sun’s features and explain the Sun’s effects on the Solar System.
Understand how the Sun produces energy.
Develop an understanding of the size/scale of the Solar System and learn to model
different aspects of the Solar System.



e Explain basic physics principles involved in our Solar System, including Conservation of
Energy and Conservation of Momentum.
e [earn about different types of telescopes, their main parts, and how to use them.
