Course Specific Instructions: Each instructor will attach his/her course with specific
instructions.

Course Description: A survey of the social, political, economic, cultural, and intellectual
history of the United States from the pre-Columbian era to the Civil War/Reconstruction period.
United States History I includes the study of pre-Columbian, colonial, revolutionary, early
national, slavery and sectionalism, and the Civil War/Reconstruction eras. Themes that may be
addressed in United States History I include: American settlement and diversity, American
culture, religion, civil and human rights, technological change, economic change, immigration
and migration, and creation of the federal government.

Course Objectives addressed:
1. critical thinking: to include creative thinking, innovation, inquiry, and analysis,

evaluation, and synthesis of information.

2. communication: to include effective development, interpretation and expression of
ideas through written, oral and visual communication.

3. social responsibility: to include intercultural competence, knowledge of civic
responsibility, and the ability to engage effectively in regional, national, and global
communities.

4. personal responsibility: to include the ability to connect choices, actions, and
consequences to ethical decision-making.

Course Purpose: To acquaint students with the diversity of American history and to promote
critical thinking in interrelating the past to the present. Fundamentally, the course promotes
general understanding of a body of knowledge any literate person should possess about the
history of his own country.

this period of United States history.

Course Assignments:

Reading Quizzes: Students will have five quizzes in Blackboard throughout the semester over
the assigned readings in OpenStax U.S. History. Quizzes will consist of 10 to 15 questions. All
quizzes are open-book (you can use your textbook and notes), and are timed. You may take the
quiz up to two times. Only the highest score is recorded. You can drop your lowest quiz grade
for the semester.

Course Exams: Students will have four exams in Blackboard throughout the semester over the

assigned readings and lectures. Exams will consist of 20 multiple choice questions and an essay.
You have only one chance to take an exam, so be prepared. Textbook and class notes are not be

used for exams.

Research/Writing Assignment: Students will complete one major writing activity for this
course in three stages.

1. Students will select an academic text/book to read and review. The text must relate to a
topic in U.S. history addressed in this course and have instructor approval.

2. Students will write a draft summary of the text and explain the author’s approach to the
topic and use of primary sources. A rubric and further explanation will be available on
Blackboard for this assignment. Submit the draft version on or before the due date for
instructor review.

3. After the draft copy is returned with notes and suggestions for corrections, students will
make the necessary corrections and resubmit the final version of the analysis for grading.

Writing assignments cannot be made up or submitted late. Failure to submit the writing
assignment will result in a failing grade for the course.

Daily Assignments: Regular attendance and participation is expected from all students. This
includes primary source document analyses and any group activities assigned throughout the
semester.

Quizzes (on Blackboard, 5 quizzes, drop lowest score) 20%
