Course Description: This course is a survey of fundamental principles of political science,
including the American system of government and the origins and development of the
constitutions of the United States. This course satisfies the Legislative requirement for teacher
certification.

Credit: 3 lecture hours

Prerequisites: TSI compliance in reading

Course Purpose: Government 2305, as taught at South Plains College, is a reading intensive
course designed to acquaint learners with the origin and development of the U.S. Constitution,
structure and powers of the national government including the legislative, executive, and
judicial branches, federalism, political participation, the national election process, public policy,
civil liberties and civil rights. This course meets the statutory requirements as set forth by the
State of Texas. Approval Number 45.1002.51.25

c. Accepting personal responsibility for decisions and actions taken or not taken

e Exam 1 will cover the lectures and readings over Introduction to American Politics, the
Federalism, the Constitution, Civil Liberties, and Civil Rights.
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e Exam 2 will cover the lectures and readings over Congress, Presidency, Bureaucracy, and
the Judiciary

e Exam 3 (the final exam): will cover the lectures and readings over Interest Groups, Public
Opinion, Parties, Elections, and Policy
