Course Description: This course is a survey of fundamental principles of political science, including the
American system of government and the origins and development of the constitutions of the United
States. This course satisfies the Legislative requirement for teacher certification.

Credit: 3 lecture hours

Prerequisites: TSI compliance in reading

Course Purpose: Government 2306, as taught at South Plains College, is a reading intensive course
designed to acquaint the learner with the origin and development of the Texas Constitution, structure
and powers of state and local government, federalism and intergovernmental relations, political
participation, the electoral process, public policy, and the political structure of Texas. This course meets
the statutory requirements as set forth by the State of Texas.

Each exam will be worth 200 points and will be
completed in class. Each exam will be composed of 50 or more questions. The exam questions will be
primarily multiple-choice questions with some fill-in-the-blank questions and true/false questions. | may
include short answer and essay questions but you will be informed in advance if this is the case.

Quizzes: You will complete ten quizzes. Each quiz will be worth 30 points and will cover one lecture
topic. Each quiz will be composed of 5 to 10 questions and will be completed in class. The questions on
the quiz will be primarily multiple-choice questions with some fill-in-the-blank questions and true/false
questions.
